Monument newspaper had an article about Higbee Glass Company.  John B.  
Higbee Glass Company, Bridgeville PA 1907-1920.  Made pressed glass items.  The 
symbol was a bee with HIG initials on the wings and body.  The L.G. Wright Glass 
Company reproduced in the 1960-1970’s, some of Higbee’s glass but they used a 
slightly altered shape of the Higbee bee mark and it does not have the HIG initials 
on the wings and body.  In the 1990’s, L.G. Wright Company again reproduced the 
Higbee glass in which they used the exact identical Higbee bee shape mark, but the 
Higbee initials were not used at this time either.  Carl Higbee from Knoxville, TN had 
an item from Higbee Glass Co. valued by the Antiques Road Show at $50,000. 
 
Larry Higbee was a seaman aboard the USS Higbee from 1945-1946.  This ship 
was the first American warship named in honor of a woman, Mrs. Lenah S. Higbee 
who was superintendent of the Navy Nursing Corps during the First World War.  She 
was awarded the Navy’s highest decoration, the Navy Cross, for “distinguished 
service in the line of her profession and conspicuous devotion to duty”.
